CONSENT OF SURETY.  Consent of Surety must accompany each bid.  The Consent of Surety shall 
provide that if the Contract is awarded to its principal, the Surety on behalf of its principal will post 
Performance, Payment and Maintenance Bonds, each of which shall be for 100% of the amount of the 
awarded Contract.
